	Creating a Video Lesson using PowerPoint and Photo Story 3
Many teachers use PowerPoint to create classroom presentations to help with their lessons.  PowerPoint presentations work well in the classroom and they can be made available on a website for students to view but without the accompanying teacher explanation, the lessons are not as impactful.  Creating a video lesson by using your PowerPoint slides along with Microsoft Photo Story 3 will allow you to add motion, transitions, narration and music making the lesson more engaging and understandable.  Photo Story is free and can be downloaded from the Microsoft Web site.  Windows XP operating system is required


	Open Microsoft PowerPoint
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	Create your PowerPoint Presentation

· Make the background of the slides simple with a light color (white background is best)

· Do not use animations or slide transitions.  These will not be seen in the final project
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	When your presentation slides are complete go to File – Save As – Other Formats
The screen shot shown is for the 2007 PowerPoint.  Earlier versions of PowerPoint will have a different look than this…
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	In the Save As box, click the folder icon to Create a New Folder for the slide images.
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	Enter a name for the folder.

Click OK.
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	Choose a File Name and then choose JPEG File Interchange Format as the file type.

Click the Save Button
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	Choose Every Slide
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	A box will appear confirming that the slides have been saved in the folder you created.  Click OK. 
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	You can now close (or minimize) PowerPoint
Open Photo Story 3
Make sure Begin a new story is selected.

Click Next.
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	Click Import Pictures
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	Browse for the folder that contains your pictures.
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	Click the first slide in the list that appears.  Hold the Shift key down and click the last slide in the list to choose all of the slides.
Click OK.
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	The screen at left will now appear.  

There are many options for editing the pictures (rotating, color balance, etc.) that are used primarily for photos.
Along the bottom part of this window is a “film strip” of the slides you have imported.  The highlighted slide is previewed.

 You can change the order of the slides with the arrow or delete a slide with the X.

Make any necessary changes and click Next.
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	The next screen will allow you to enter text on any of the slides (pictures) you have imported.
Options for the style, color, etc. are available.

Navigate to the slide(s) you need by using the right and left arrows.

Enter any text needed on your slides and click Next. 
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	Make sure you have a microphone ready.  Record your narration for each slide by clicking the red record button.  When you have finished click the stop button.
You can type notes for your narration in the box shown.
You can preview the results with the Preview button.  Re-record as needed. Repeat the narration recording steps for each slide.
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	Preview the project after the narration is complete.  You may notice that the motion on some slides needs to be adjusted to see the important text or graphics more clearly.   To do this click Customize Motion.
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	This screen allows you to make changes in the motion by selecting the Start and End position of the slides images.  You can adjust the size and position by clicking the Specify start and end position checkbox, then clicking on the corner or edge of the box that surrounds the slide.  Then enlarge or move the starting or ending position.  Do not change the Duration selection.  Preview the changes and make adjustments as needed.  Click Save when you make changes.
Click the forward and back buttons to navigate to other slides.

When you are finished, click Close.
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	Background music can be added here.  Click Select Music if you have music saved that you want to use (.mp3 format).  Be aware of copyright issues!
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	If you want to create your own music within Photo Story 3, click Create Music
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	The Create Music window will open.
Choose the Genre, Style, Bands, Mood, Tempo and Intensity here.

Preview the choices with the Play button.

When you have made you selection, click OK.
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	A colored bar will appear above the slides indicating that background music is playing.  You can select starting and ending slides with right and left arrows.
Adjust the volume of the background music with the slider.  Preview and make changes as needed.  Make sure the music doesn’t overpower the narration.

Click Next.
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	At this point you can Save your Story.  

There are many options here.  For playback on a computer, select the first option.  The story will be saved as a Windows Media Video (.wmv) file which will play on Windows Media Player software.

Browse for the location on your computer to save.

Click Next
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	If your story is not finished, or if you want to be able to do more editing in Photo Story 3, then click Save Project instead of clicking Next.
This will save your story as a Photo Story 3 project File (.wp3) and will allow you to open the project in Photo Story to make edits.
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	Preview your final Photo Story project.  
Place your story (lesson) on a web page to make it available to your students.

Create a library of lessons to assist students who need extra help or who were absent.
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
