TO THE SUPERVISING TEACHER:

The following are suggested activities for the college student(s) assigned:

 1.
Assist students on a one-to-one basis or small groups in subject area(s).

 2.
Tutor a child who has been ill or who needs personal attention.

 3.
Assist pupils in gathering material, writing reports, working on projects.

 4.
Work with a group of students on the problem or project they have planned.

 5.
Assist the teacher in large group projects.

 6.
Prepare bulletin boards.

 7.
Observe students with a specific purpose in mind.

 8.
Print lists, charts, maps, captions.

 9.
Gather and prepare materials for an activity.

10.
Make transparencies.

11.
Operate film machines for the teachers.

12.
Make teaching aids.

13.
Assist students at Learning Centers.

14.
Lead small open-ended discussion groups.

15.
Bring in or report to the classroom teacher any materials you know of, have, or can get 

for use in the classroom.

16.
Spend a minimum of time in checking papers, tests, worksheets.

17.
Assist with field trips.

18.
Make a game for a learning center or other purposes.

19.
Give spelling words or sentence dictation to students.

20.
Preview films.

21.
Read to a student(s).

22.
Listen to individuals or small groups read orally.

23.
Compile resource materials for discussion in class.

24.
Escort students (bus, office, rest rooms, playground, library).

25.
Assist with map work.

26.
If the college student checks papers, have all materials available and allow the college 

student to help plan remediation of a problem area.

TO THE COLLEGE PARTICIPANT:

 1.
Prepare for your visit to the assigned classroom as though you were the teacher of the 

class.

 2.
Wear appropriate clothing and be well groomed.  Jeans are not permitted.

 3.
Build an atmosphere of mutual respect with both pupils and cooperating teacher.

 4.
Be prompt in arrival.

 5.
As soon as possible, greet the teacher, let her/him know you are willing to do anything 

you can to help in the classroom.

 6.
Gum chewing is not permitted.

 7.
In case of illness, or unavoidable delay, please notify the principal or cooperating 

teacher.  Other emergencies will be handled on an individual basis with the cooperating 

teacher.
